FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear Parishioners:

I have to admit that I write
to you today with a broken
heart. The Redemptorists just
lost a very good man at the
young age of 39. His name was
Jacky Merilan, and he was a na-
tive of Haiti. Due to financial
hardships at home, Jacky was
raised during his teenage years by Mother Theresa’s
sisters in Port-au-Prince. Jacky was a pious and
prayerful young man, and the sisters encouraged him
to consider the possibility of religious life or the
priesthood. The sisters eventually put him in contact
with the Redemptorists, who interviewed him and ac-
cepted him into our formation program. Jacky then
came to the United States on a student visa and stud-
ied with our seminarians at St. John’s University in
New York City. Jacky worked hard, long hours on
his studies. He was a good student from what I can
recall. Ilived with him in Queens for one year and for
several years in the South Bronx. Jacky had a great
personality and a delightful sense of humor. He loved
to laugh, and when he found something funny, it
sounded more like a roar of laughter that came from
his big toe. He had an infectious smile — it would
light up the room every time. He loved soccer and he
was a very good and competitive athlete. One of his
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closest friends was a young man by the name of Cal-
vin Auguiste, who was a native of the Caribbean Is-
land of Dominica. I have fond memories of the two
of them playing soccer at Redemptorist gatherings
with seminarians from around the country. They were
always the stars of the team.

Although Jacky came from humble and simple
origins, when it came to Sunday mass, big occasions,
and solemn feast days, you could cut your finger on
the crease of his trousers! Jacky would be up early to

iron his pants and shirt each time. I honestly cannot
remember an occasion where he wasn’t well-dressed
and looked like a million bucks. He always carried
himself as the perfect gentleman. He was genuine, po-
lite and respectful, and had a serious mind and a tender
heart.

Jacky had mentioned that he wasn’t feeling well
last week, but celebrated the mass as usual especially
because it was live streamed on YouTube this past
Sunday. The guys in the rectory spoke to him through-
out the morning on Monday, but sadly found him un-
conscious on the floor of his room later that afternoon.
Although we are currently uncertain of the cause of his
death, the coroner’s office will be performing an autop-
sy later this week to hopefully reveal more.

We are reminded in the sacred scriptures that we
should keep watch, because “we do not know the day
or the hour.” Once that hour comes, it often catches us
by surprise, if not shock. I ask you to please remember
Fr. Jacky Merilan, C.Ss.R. in your prayers as we Re-
demptorists lift him up in prayer and hold him close to
our hearts as well.

Jacky habia mencionado que no se sentia bien la
semana pasada, pero celebrd la misa como de costumbre,
especialmente porque se transmitio en vivo por YouTube el
domingo pasado. Los chicos de la rectoria hablaron con ¢l
durante toda la mafana del lunes, pero lamentablemente lo
encontraron inconsciente en el piso de su habitacion esa
misma tarde. Aunque actualmente no estamos seguros de la
causa de su muerte, la oficina del forense realizara una
autopsia a finales de esta semana para, con suerte, revelar
mas.
