FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear Parishioners;

Blessed are the risk
takers! Granted, that is not a
formal part of the beatitudes.
However, we can draw count-
less examples from the Sacred
Scriptures where Christ active-
ly took calculated risks in his
life and public ministry. For example, he called the
scribes and pharisees - “hypocrites.” Jesus tipped
over the tables of the money changers in the temple
and then he drove them out with a whip. Jesus cer-
tainly took some high-profile risks. When people
were looking for him and wanted him to return to
their village in order to do more healing and preach-
ing. Jesus respectfully declined, and went about fol-
lowing his mission to the people in the other towns
and villages he had not yet visited. We cannot have
absolute certainty in most areas of life. Yet, that is
what most of us want and seek. We want the com-
fort and security of the safe and familiar.

“Frances Perkins was one of only two top aides
to stay with Roosevelt for his entire term as presi-
dent. She became one of the tireless champions of
the New Deal. She was central to the creation of the
Social Security system. She was a major force be-
hind many of the New Deal jobs programs such as
the Civilian Conservation Corps, the Federal Works
Agency, and the Public Works Administration.
Through the Fair Labor Standards Act she estab-
lished the nation’s first minimum wage law and its
first overtime law. She sponsored federal legislation
on child labor and unemployment insurance.”

“Perkins excelled at reading Franklin Roosevelt.
After he died, Perkins wrote a biographical work,
The Roosevelt 1 Knew, which remains one of the
most astute character sketches ever written about
the man. Overshadowing all Roosevelt’s decisions,
Perkins wrote, “was his feeling that nothing in hu-
man judgment is final. One may courageously take
the step that seems right today because it can be
modified tomorrow if it does not work well.” He
was an improviser, not a planner. He took a step
and adjusted, a step and adjusted. Gradually a big
change would emerge. This mentality develops, she
continued, in “a man who is more an instrument
than an engineer. The prophets of Israel would have
called him an instrument of the Lord.”

One of the most outstanding characteristics of
President Roosevelt was his ability to listen to the
insights of others. His humble aptitude for being
both flexible and adaptable, while being completely
comfortable with making adjustments along the
way. Other than death itself, nothing was final.
Nothing was beyond healing and forgiveness. He
tirelessly promoted the American Dream and Chris-

tian hope for a better tomorrow! By learning to be a
good listener and to be flexible and adaptable
enough to draw from the communal wisdom from
those around us, we too might be helpful
“instruments of the Lord,” and lead our family, our
children and grandchildren down a road that can cre-
ate a world of beauty, justice, a place of love, a place
of encouragement, a place of peace and support. As
a result, “Thy kingdom (will) come, Thy Will be
done, on earth - as it is in Heaven!

Jests ciertamente tomo
algunos riesgos de alto perfil. Cuando la gente lo
buscaba y queria que regresara para poder sanar y
predicar mas, ¢l se negd respetuosamente y siguid
su mision con la gente de las otras ciudades y aldeas
que aun no habia visitado. No podemos tener una
certeza absoluta en la mayoria de las areas de la
vida. Sin embargo, eso es lo que la mayoria de
nosotros queremos y buscamos.

“Frances Perkins fue una de las dos unicas
asistentes principales que se quedaron con
Roosevelt durante todo su mandato como
presidente. Se convirtid en una de las campeonas
incansables del nuevo plan de reactivacion
economica (New Deal). Ella fue fundamental para
la creacion del sistema de Seguridad Social. Ella fue
una fuerza importante detrds de muchos de los
programas de empleo del New Deal, como el
Cuerpo de Conservacion Civil, la Agencia Federal
de Obras y la Administracion de Obras Publicas. A
través de la Ley de Normas Laborales Justas,
estableci6 la primera ley de salario minimo de la
nacion y su primera ley de horas extraordinarias.
Ella patrocin6d la legislacion federal sobre trabajo
infantil y seguro de desempleo ".

“Perkins se destaco en entender a Franklin
Roosevelt. Después de su muerte, Perkins escribid
una obra biografica, El Roosevelt que yo Conoci,
que sigue siendo uno de los bocetos de caracter mas
astuto jamas escritos sobre Roosevelt. Condensando
todas las decisiones de Roosevelt, Perkins escribio,
“sentia que nada en el juicio humano es definitivo.
Uno puede dar con valentia el paso que parece
correcto hoy porque puede modificarse manana si
no funciona bien”. Era un improvisador, no un
planificador. Daba un paso y hacia ajustes, un paso
y hacia ajustes. Poco a poco, surgiria un gran
cambio. Esta mentalidad se desarrolla, continua
Perkins, en “un hombre que es mas un instrumento
que un ingeniero. Los profetas de Israel lo habrian
llamado instrumento del Sefior ".
